and municipal utilities recognized the significance of 
the issue, but neither appeared to be changing their 
recruiting, hiring and knowledge-management practices 
significantly. The survey was conducted by Sierra 
Energy Group, the research arm of Energy Central, 
which publishes EnergyBiz.

With fewer workers electing to go into skilled trades, 
and increased competition for engineering graduates, it 
will be necessary to find new ways to fill essential posi-
tions. While outsourcing may work for some functions, 
it exposes the owner to the risk of not having resources 
when they are most urgently needed. And if the valu-
able knowledge and experience of those 
approaching retirement is to be retained, 
owners should involve them in develop-
ing process solutions, as well as training 
and mentoring, long before planning for 
the retirement party begins.
